DELIVERY MODE(S): Lecture/Iab
COURSE OBJECTIVES:
1. Further exploration of the basic principles of two-dimensional design: line, shape, value, texture, color,

tone and composition.

2. Further exploration of the elements of visual art on a two-dimensional surface through the application
of depth perception (overlapping, mechanical perspective, diminishing size and detail, tonal modeling).

3. Advanced perceptions of visual relationships in the environment and the ability to record these
perceptions in terms of the elements of the visual arts.
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4. Exhibit an advanced working knowledge of techniques and materials of drawing including the use of
pencil, charcoal, pastels, colored pencils and mixed media.

5. Further exploration of various drawing mediums to articulate and illustrate ideas and themes that are

conceptual in nature.

LEARNING OUTCOMES:
At the conclusion of this course, the student will:

1. Possess an advanced working knowledge of the techniques and materials of
drawing: pencil, ink, brush, pastel, conté, mixed media and charcoal.

2. Have an advanced knowledge of composition as related to drawing.

3. Advanced understanding of the visual language of drawing through working with series and abstraction.
4. Will be able to use drawing as a conceptual and expressive tool in an advanced fashion.

5. Will learn the importance of contributing to an artistic community by participating in critiques.

There will be many major and minor assighments due throughout each semester. On the due date of
each major project, students will set up and present their artwork for in class critique. Grades will be
posted on MyClass after every critique.

You may submit certain pieces for re-evaluation, with permission, at the end of the semester. This
option is only available to students who presented material on critique day.

After each deadline, unsubmitted assignments will lose 5% per day to a maximum of 15%.
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There are no mid-term or final exams in this class.
