COURSE OBJECTIVES: Building on content from MU1550, students will become familiar with common practice harmony through the analysis and writing of music in the style of Bach’s tonal chorales.

LEARNING OUTCOMES: Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to write and analyse music in the style of Bach’s tonal chorales. They will be able to recognize and write a variety of modulations, and will be capable of writing using standard voice leading practices. Students will be able to recognize and use seventh chords, including secondary chords. Additionally, students will have a basic understanding of how the chord progressions used in the chorales have been adapted for use in contemporary musics.
